As we planned, there are fifty
children now getting their basic
education, Christian training, food,
clothing and basic medical help in two Indian w\lages one in
the state of Odisha, and the other in Andhra Pradesh.

This is a great blessing, directly
associated with the projects in these villages. The children
and adults are thrilled that Pastor Prem and his staff have
brought all of this right to their villages!

The initial projected costs were figured at $1,000.00 per
month for the two villages ($500.00 for each village), but
there were start-up expenses that were not fully planned for,
so we needed to send an additional $2,000.00 for “one-time”
expenses, which will continue to benefit the children. That
used almost all of the funds set aside for the year's budget
for this new program, leaving us looking to the Lord for the
remaining funds needed to touch the lives of these children.
so we really do need to raise both awareness and funds to
continue this already successful outreach ministry.

The actual cost of ministering to

each child in all of these ways comes to
$40.00 per month, including some salary
for the teachers and cooks in each project.
